Warden 

Drake Mead purchases three acres adjacent to the church from Abrem Mead for S1,200 to 

establish the church's cemetery. 
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1842 - On February 25, the ceme1ery is officially incorporated and registered at Town Hall. Lots (18 by 25 feet) are sold to parishioners 

for $40. Nelson Bush is elected Warden and serves unlit 1875. The Glenville chapel (serviced on various Sunday aflernoons by Rev. Yarrington 

and originally purchased by Samuel G. Connell) is deeded over to the Diocese of Connecticut. 

1843 - 1844 - The Vestry raises $2,000 by subscription from parishioners. Mr. Dixon is contracted and builds a parsonage, per 

plans apprm·ed by 1he Ves1ry. 

.IULY 4th 
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1845 - The Parish celebrates the first anniversary of its Sunday school which is located in the new parsonage. 

1848 - New York-New Haven Railroad runs first train through Greenwich on a single track. 

18 51 - Parishioners purchase land across the street from the church on the north side of Post Road from Solo­
mon Mead Esquire. Thirty horse sheds are built a1 a cost of $23 each. The parishioners who purchased the land 
have free use of one of the sheds for 15 years. Others pay $2 per year for use of a shed. 

Rev.John Williams D. D., President of Trinity College is consecrated as Assistant Bishop. He serves at church func­
tions in place of Bishop Thomas Church Brownell, whose health is slowly failing. Titus Mead is elected to serve as a 
Vestryman, a position he holds until his death in 1869. 

18 5 3 - Mr. James W. Dominick and Mr. William Francis Dominick join the Parish. They pay $25 pew rent, 
rhe highest rate at the time. (Drake Mead is the third parishioner who pays S25 for his pew rent.) 

1854- Greenwich Avenue is widened. Borough of Greewich established by state law. The first commercial 
building is built on Greenwich Avenue by John Dayton. 

18 54 - Mr. Frances Tomes, Jr. joins the Parish. 

1856 - 1857 -The Parish votes to build a new church in lieu of repairing and adding to the 1832 church. Architect Frank 
Wills' design is selected and building begins once the subscription for $15,000 is raised from the parishioners. The old church is torn 
down; the congregation rents space for 588 at the Methodist church 10 hold services. The completed church is consecrated on January 14, 
1857, by the Assistant Bishop Rev. John Williams. The final cost of the new church is $14,607.20. Isaac Emmons is dected Warden and 
he serves until 1881. Rev. Yarrington's salary is raised to 5800 per year. 

18 5 9 -Town s1atistics: 997 houses; properry va1ued at $2.8 million; three-fourths of land in farms. Calvary Church is organized al 
Round Hill as a Protestant Episcopal religious sociery.

Brad Hastings, which included seven bishops, including the former and present Presiding Bishops. 

1993 -Rev. Chuck Huffman accepts the appointment as Interim Rector as of April 8. 

Laurclle Mathis is appointed Chair of the Property Steering Committee. She later reports to the Vestry that it would 
cost $875,000 to restore the rectory to a single-family residence. 

Rev. Clarence Nicholas Coleridge is elected the thirteenth Bishop of Connecticut. 

On September 19, Rev. Jeffrey Hartwell Walker is elected the eighth Rector of Christ Church. 

James A. Baker 111, former Secrernry of State under President George 1-1. W/. Bush, speaks to the congregation; his 
subject is "Faith, Friendship and Collective Responsibility." 

The Bruce Museum completes a IG,000 square foot new wing to double its size, designed by Shope Reno \Vharton. 

19 94 - The Vestry recommends and parishioners approve the rehabilitation of the Tomes-Higgins House with 
space for Church functions and staff apartments and the construction of a new Rectory on the apex of the Triangle. 

Mr. Gregg E. Gn .. -gory and Mrs. Loren Hill Gregory arc appointed Directors of Children's J\1inistries. 

19 9 5 -Frank R. Parker 111 (Rusty) is appointed Chairman of the Building Committee for 
the new rectory. Marnie Dawson and John \YI. Watling ll I arc Co-Chairs for the Special Gifts Drive 
for Properties. Mrs. John Baity (Pat) is appointed Chair of the Sub-Committee on Construction. 

The Vestry approves a contract to build a 4200 square foot house with a cost ceiling of S 1.2 million, 
inclusive of all design fees, construction and related costs on the Triangle Property. In November I 996, 
construction begins at an estimated cost of $834,000. 

Rev. Hugh Tudor-Foley joins the clergy as a new assisrnnc to the Rector. 

19 9 7 -The new rectory is completed with a $100,000 cost savings, which is transferred to the 
account for the Tomes-Higgins Rehabilitation. 

The Vestry approves the site plans for the Tomes-Higgins Property, as well as the plans for the use of 
the Carriage House. The 'lomes-1-liggins Property Project ultimately coses S2.3 million-more than 
twice its original budget. 

19 9 8 -The Archbishop of Canterbury, the Most Reverend George L. Carey, participates in the 
August 30, 10:00 a.m. service at Christ Church. The Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church, Frank 
Griswold and The Bishop of Connecticut, the Rt. Rev. Clarence Coleridge, participate in the service. 
During his four-day visit, he thanks Christ Church for its support of The Anglican Investment Agency 
and the Anglican Worldwide Communion Fund and encourages parishioners to continue their support. 

1999 - In October, the Tomes-Higgins Designer Show
